In Sparta, women were expected, in times of war, to guard her husband’s property against invaders and revolts until her husband returned. Many Spartan women are pictured as warriors.
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A girl's education in Sparta was equally as brutal as the men's; many athletic events such as javelin, discus, foot races, and staged battles were also for both sexes. In many such events, Spartan women would run naked in the presence of their male counterparts and were respected for their athletic feats.
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Spartan women were expected to produce strong and healthy children, and to be loyal to their state. [image: image3.wmf]
Unlike the women of Athens, Spartan women were taught reading and writing.[image: image4.png]
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Spartan male babies were killed if they were considered weak, and strong boys were taken from their mothers at an early age to train as soldiers. 

In Sparta, the laws regarding a divorce were the same for both men and women.
In Sparta, a woman could own her own property.
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Male Spartans began military training at age seven, they would enter the Agoge system. The Agoge was designed to encourage discipline and physical toughness and to emphasise the importance of the Spartan state.
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Spartan women were allowed to show flesh when they dressed.
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
